The Lexicon Committ ee, form ed in ear ly July 2006, is com posed of thr ee mem ber s proposed by 
the net work par t ner s and two lang uag e specialist s from the THRDP.  The committ ee mem ber s 
who revie w the le xicons wh ich are the subj ect of t his repor t are:  Sarah Finlayson a school socia l 
wor k er from the Gaspé reg ion, Isabel S ullivan an ESL specialist from Laval Univer sit y and 
Marion Standish wit h a backgr ound in nur sing, nur se manag em ent and ESL and Sky 
McLaug hlin and Jim Roger s  f rom the McGi ll Proj ect . The commit t ee convened via telephone 
conf er ence on July 18, 2006 to review the suggest ed crit er ia f or evaluat i ng lexicons which was 
prepar ed by Sky McLaug hlin and Jim Roger s. The committ ee ag r eed in principle to the gener al 
evaluat ion cat eg or ies that wer e out lined and also decided to add mor e cat eg or ies as they arose 
nat ur ally dur ing the process of reviewing the lexicons. During this telephone conf er ence, the 
invit ed mem ber s shar ed their ext ensive exper ience in the f ields of healt hcar e and ESL and also 
shar ed what exper ience they had using lexicons.

DSM -IV has been desig ned for use acr oss set t ing s --inpat ient, out pat ient, part ial 
hospit al, consult at ion- liaison, clinic, privat e pract ice, and prim ar y car e, and wit h com munit y 
populat ions and by psychiat r ist s, psycholog ist s, social wor k er s, nur ses, occupat ional and 
rehabilit at ion ther apist s, counselor s, and other healt h and mental healt h prof essionals. It is also a 
necessar y tool for collecting and com m unicat ing accur at e public healt h statist ics. The DSM 
consist s of thr ee maj or com ponent s: the diag nostic classif icat ion, the diagnost ic crit er ia set s, and 
the descr ipt ive text.
