For master©s programs structured as Course, Project, or Non-Thesis options where the program is pursued on a part-time basis, residence requiren

are normally ful®lled when students complete all course requirements in their vespegiams (minimum 45 credits or a minimum of three full-time
terms) and pay the fees accordingly

These designated periods of residence represent minimum time requirdthergss no guarantee that therwfor the dgree can be completed in this
time. Students mustgester for such additional terms as are needed to complete the program.

Coursework + Master©s Deges

The department concerned wikamine the student©sviwes training and then decide which of tivaitable courses in the area of specialization or related

®elds are required to bring the candidate to the propgrfte the master©gdee. Due account will be tak of releant courses passed ayarcognized
university.

As a rule, no more than one-third of the McGill program formal cewgde(not thesis, project, stage, or internship) can be credited with courses from
another uniersity.

Non-thesis dgrees normally specify the course program which the candidate must follo

The candidate is required to pass, with a grade of B- or batt#rose courses thatleabeen designated by the department as forming a part of the program,
including additional requirements.
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Students taking courses at anothewrersity must obtain a minimum grade of B- (65%) if the course is to be creditedittheir McGill dgree. In the

cases where only a letter grade is used, a B- is the minimum passing grade andatenegercentage will be considered. In the cases where only a
percentage grade is used, 65% is the minimum passing grade.

If courses were not used for agdee, thg could becredited toward a McGill dgree, leeping in mind that a maximum of one-third of the course

8.1 Postdocs
Postdocs are recent graduates with a Ph.D. ovaquit (i.e., Medical Specialist Diploma) exgged by a member of the Warsity's academic stgfincluding
Adjunct Professors, to assist him/her in research.
Postdocs must be appointed by their department astered with Enrolment Services in order teéhaccess to Unersity facilities (library computer
etc.).
8.2 Guidelines and Policy for Academic Units on Postdoctoral Education

The general guidelines listed belare meant to encourage units xamine their policies and procedures to support postdoctoral educatéy.UEnt

hosting Postdocs shouldveaexplicitly stated policies and procedures for thevision of postdoctoral education as well as established means for informing
Postdocs of policies, procedures, andif@ges (e.g., orientation sessions, handbooks, etc.), as well as mechanisms for addressing cAcgilaimis.

units should ensure that their policies, procedures awitieges are consistent with these guidelines and the Charter of StiRights. for their part,
Postdocs are responsible for informing themeselbf policies, procedures, andvigges.

1. De®nition and Status

i. Postdoctoral status will be recognized by theversity in accordance with Quebec yirwial regulations. Persons may only bejistered with
postdoctoral status for a period of up te®ears from the date thevere avarded a Ph.D. or equalent dgree.Time allocated to parental or health
leave is added to this period of time. lvea for other reasons, includingoation leae, do not gtend the term. Postdocs must do research under the
supervision of a McGill professancludingAdjunct Professors, who is a member of McGill©s acadenfigiti®ed in the discipline in which training
is being preided and with the abilities to ful®l responsibilities as a supervisor of the research and as a mentor fovelamaed€eT hey are epected

to be engged primarily in research with minimal teaching or other responsibilities.

2. Registration

i. Postdocs must begistered annually with the Urersity through Enrolment Services. Initiafjigration will require an original or notarized gogf
the Ph.D. diploma. Rgstration will be limited to persons who ful®l the de®nitiorvalamd for whom there is an assurance of appropriate funding and
where the unit can pvitle assurance of the necessary resources to permit postdoctoral education.

ii. Upon registration, the Postdoc will be eligible for a Maisity identity card issued by Enrolment Services.
3. Appointment, Pay, Agreement of Conditions
i. Appointments may notxeeed your rgistration eligibility status.

ii. In order to be rgistered as a Postdoc, you must be assured of ®nancial support other than from personal means during your stay aeMigill Uni
equivalent to the minimal stipend requirement set by thevéfnity in accordance with guidelines issued by federal andngial research granting
agenciesThere are no prasions for paid parental lga unless this is stipulated in thguéations of a funding ageypoutside the Uniersity.

iii. At the outset of a postdoctoral appointment, a written Lett&égmfement for Postdoctoral Education should bevdrap and signed by the Postdoc,
the supervisgrand the department head or deate (see template LetterAgreement and supporting documer@®mmitments ofddtdoctoal Stholars
and Supervis@on the web atvwwmcgill.ca/gps/postdocs/fellows/lefteFhis should stipulate, foxample, the purpose of the postdoctoral appointment

The Faculty of Religious Studies feff's programs leading to thegtees of Master dirts (M.A.) (Thesis and Non-Thesis), Masterfofs (M.A.) (Thesis)
with specialization in Bioethics, Master A&fts (M.A.) (Thesis) with option in Gender aédbmens Studies, Master of Sacrétdeology (S.TM.), and
Doctor of Philosopy (Ph.D.).An interdisciplinary option in Gender altdomen®©s Studies is alsaikable for doctoral students.

The areas of graduate specializations of anfdvrenavned Faculty are: Hebre Bible and/or Oldlestament Studies; Early Judaism; Greco-Roman Judaism;
New Testament and Early Christianity; Church History; Chrislibrology; Philosoppof Religion; Religious Ethics; Biomedical Ethics; Hinduism; and
Buddhism.The mary different areas of research interest among members oatuéty-frequently require the hiring of graduate students as research
assistants, especially as thecHlty is so successful imming research granfBhe Faculty also seeks to train young scholars in the art of lecturing/teaching;
to this end it has created opportunities for Ph.D. students to teach courses in the summer and permits M.A. and Ph.D. stldentedching assistants.
